Activities for Teaching Declarative/Procedural Knowledge

Using graphic organizers to teach:
-retelling with story maps and picture representations of each story element

-making choices with consequences (T-Chart)

-Writing an opinion piece with sentences starters


-Gradual release of responsibility will be employed with each step

Activities for Extension and Application of Knowledge

- Choosing building materials to build a stronger house after reading all of the stories

-Oral retelling using story maps of these and other stories
-Being able to express opinion orally and in writing

-Making daily choices

Evaluating Learning

-Story map graded by rubric with immediate feedback from teacher
-Write and draw final opinion piece with no teacher support graded by rubric
